/r/
Placement:  Where is your /r/ sound made?
· Put the sides of your tongue against the upper molars, the tongue tip may be raised up towards the roof or down towards your bottom teeth (either one)
· Blow air out and turn on your vibrating voice box (some kids call it their motor)
Hints for how to help the child find placement:
· Tell them: “Put your tongue slightly behind your top front teeth. Now curl your tongue backward without touching the roof of your mouth with the tongue. Breath out with your voice box on.”

· Tell them: “Put your tongue where you make your /d/ sound. Now bring your tongue back like you are curling it up. Breath out and turn on your voice box.”
· Say: “This sound is what a pirate says. We can call it our ‘pirate’ sound. Let’s practice by saying ‘R Maties.’”

· Ask the child to growl like a tiger (grrr!) or ask the child, “What sound does a race car make?” – Rrrrr!
