Letters of Recommendation
At some time in your life, you will probably need to supply a letter of recommendation to a college/university, scholarship committee, or an employer.  Since your teachers have learned to know you in an academic setting, they become a logical source for these letters.

There are certain rules of etiquette that should be followed by anyone requesting a letter of recommendation from a teacher or other acquaintance.  These rules tend to protect the recommendation writer from unnecessary inconvenience.
1. Make certain you allow enough time for completion of the letter.  (Recommendation is 2 weeks.)

2. Provide adequate information regarding the nature of the scholarship or position applied for as well as the specific attributes the school, employer, or scholarship committee is interested in reviewing. 
3. Be careful to follow directions when recommendations are requested.  Some letters are to be sent separately and others are to be included with the application papers.  Of those letters sent separately, each writer should send the letter directly to the school, employer, or scholarship committee.  The letter loses validity if it is submitted via the applicant.
4. Supply a stamped envelope addressed to the employer or scholarship committee if the writer is to send it directly.

5. Before you take the liberty of using a person’s name as a reference, check to make sure that person will not mind.
6. Remember, you are asking a favor of the letter writer.  Anything you can do to make the task easier should be done.  Most writers expect a copy of your resume to use as a reference tool for writing the letter.
7. Be sure you extend your “Thanks” and appreciation to the writer, preferably in written form.
