/ch/
Placement:  Where is your /ch/ sound made?

· Your tongue tip raises up behind your alveolar ridge (that bumpy skin right behind your front teeth)

· Then let out a quick burst of air
Hints for how to help the child find placement:
· Tell them: “Hold the /t/ sound shortly and then “explode” into the /sh/ or quiet sound.”
· Say: “This sounds like the sneezing sound ‘Choo!’”
