

/SH/
Placement:  Where is your /sh/ sound made?

· Your tongue tip raises up behind your alveolar ridge (that bumpy skin right behind your front teeth)

· Blow air out

Hints for how to help the child find placement:

· Tell them: “Make the /s/ sound. Now pucker your lips while moving your tongue back until you hear shhhhh.”
· Say: “This is the same sound we make when we want it to be quiet. We can call it our quiet sound.” (Put your finger up to your lips like you are telling someone to hush).
Sound Development Data:

90% of males acquire /sh/ by age 7:0

90% of females acquire /sh/ by age 6:0
