

/l/
Placement:  Where is your /l/ sound made?
· Put your tongue tip behind your top teeth 

· Blow air out and turn on your vibrating voice box (some kids call it their motor)
Hints for how to help the child find placement:

· Tell them: “Bite your tongue with your front teeth, now move your tongue back to right behind your front teeth.”
· Tell them: “It’s just like the /th/ sound but your tongue needs to go behind your top teeth.”

· Practice by singing ‘La La La.’
· You can refer to this sound as a “lifter” because you need to lift your tongue up to make it.

Sound Development Data:

90% of males acquire /l/ by age 6:0

90% of females acquire /l/ by age 5:0
