The Novel is a semester long course open to juniors and seniors.  Students will evaluate and analyze both assigned literature, and readings of choice.  This course includes two primary focuses: developing novel analysis skills, and exploration of novels transformed into film format.  Students will apply critical thinking skills throughout all work.
CLASS MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES
3-RING BINDER or STURDY FOLDER
All notes, papers, handouts, and graded assignments should be kept for the semester.  
OTHER SUPPLIES
Notebook or Paper
Blue or Black Pens (no gel pens/colored pens)
Pencils
Post-it Notes (one pack 3x3 size is fine)
CLASSROOM FOLDERS
Each student has a folder that remains in class.  Check your folder for handouts or returned assignments if you are absent.

TARDY

My expectation is that you will have assigned reading completed on time and be ready to offer your thoughts to me and your peers.

All assignments are handed out in advance.  Assignments are due at the beginning of your class period.  FOR EVERY DAY AN ASSIGNMENT IS LATE, YOU WILL LOST 10% OF THE TOTAL POINTS EARNED.  Please check with me for anticipated absences, including sports events.
