It is called PBIS, it stands for Positive Behavioral Interventions and Support.  PBIS is a process used for creating safer and more effective schools. Every classroom will have the same class expectations; Be Responsible, Be respectful, and Be ready to learn. When the students are going above and beyond the expectations they will receive purple and gold Raider Pride tickets.  These can earn them prizes and classroom rewards. If the student is not following the expectations they will receive warnings, re-teaching what is expected, or parent contact.  This is an approach to create a safe and productive learning environment where teachers can teach and all students can learn.
